Nursing Students Using Technology to Increase their Learning 

 
There is a growing body of research that shows a correlation between technology use and academic 
achievement.  Here is what one of the researchers, Les Foltos, says about this subject in his article, 
“Technology and academic Achievement,” www.newhorizons.org.  “Recently, a growing number of 
research have published studies that provide substantial evidenced that technology can play a positive 
role in academic achievement.  With this premise in mind, Region V undertook an initiative to increase 
students learning at the university. 
 
It was dubbed the Nursing Dorm Resource Center Project.  The nursing dorm was selected because 
nursing is the most popular program at the university.  As part of the initiative, the region raised over 
$3,500 and purchased computers, computer accessories, research manuals, tables, desks, printer paper, 
and other office supplies and send them to the nursing school.   
 
Other improvement of the room was undertaken by the University.  “This type of partnership is what 
makes universities great all over the world,” said Effua McGowan, Secretary of CUAAA (Cuttington 
University Alumni Association in the Americas) and former Secretary of Region V.  “With the computers, 
students are able to use the internet to conduct research, and I am sure this will help improve their 
learning,” said Jerry Mwagbe, Director of Academic Affairs, Cuttington University.  
 
“We are very proud of Region V for sending us the equipment and other materials.  I do most of my 
studies now on the computers in the room.  I hope other regions can follow suit and do something,” said a 
second year nursing student.
